This made it
difficult at the beginning of the season for the team to compete on a level footing.

Andrew took time to rise to the competition at this level and become a good allround cricketer. In .
Rounds 7, 8 and 9 he scored 23, 42 and 34 runs respectively (in Round 10 he was unfortunately
bowled off a ball that did not rise). A very unlucky off-spin bowler who created numerous caiching
chances that were not taken, and who bowled some very good and tight spells. One of the team’s best
outfielders taking 5 catches and affecting at least two runouts from direct hits.

Jordan Tasker :
Played well in all facets of the game but at different times - a good season considering he could have

played in under 12’s. A handy batsman who made the team’s top score of 45 not out. His bowling
improved out of sight during the season and he will be even better when he learns {o take the ball away
to slips (captured 7 wickets). Very enthusiastic and one of the team’s better fielders in any position.

Blake Maddick:

One of the team’s two main wicketkeepers that improved in that position as the season progressed.
When not wicketkeeping Blake was very good fielding at point or gully taking 5 catches. Also, did
the hard work by opening the balting and always facing their best bowlers. Made a top score of 9 and
will do better with a little more patience and tighter defense.



Brett Ketelaar: _

A right-hand leg-spin bowler capturing 14 wickets at 16.07 for the season with a best return of 4/41.
With more aggression and body strength Brett will develop into a very good bowler. Although he
batted at number 11 for most of the season he practiced hard throughout the year at training. This paid
off in the last match of the season when he scored 12 runs in a last wicket partnership of 51 with Brett
Layden that gave the bowlers enough runs to win the game. Good gully fieldsman taking 4 catches.

Michael Van De Pol:

An enthusiastic allrounder who generally opened the bowling with his off-cutiers taking 8 wickets; he
was difficult to score off afler the Christmas/New Year break. Michael will be more dangerous when
he learns to move the ball away to slips. Scored 32 runs for the season making a top score of 16 runs
when the pressure was really on. A good mobile fielder in any position taking 3 catches.

Robert Fleming: , :

A good thinking and enthusiastic cricketer. Robert will produce better results with a little more
patience. He normally batted number three during the season scoring 42 runs with a top score of 12.
Robert will score a lot more runs when he learns to play the short ball off the back foot. Bowled his
off-spin to great effect taking 10 wickets at 12.6. Quick and agile fieldsman. Took 3 caiches.

Mathew Johnsen:

An enthusiastic player in his first year in weekend cricket who wanted to and played in every position
in the field — he also batted anywhere from opener to number 11. Mathew ‘s speed and agility in the
field with a good pair of hands gdve spectators good value for their money - took 4 catches.

A right-hand batsman and bowler who had a disrupted season. Will normally opened the batting and
in a very good innings made a top score of 13 —he unfortunately was the victim of a few unique ways
of getting out. He bowled belter towards the end of the season and took 1 wicket. Fielded either at
mid-on, mid-off or in the slip region and took 2 solid catches.

Generally liis batting was
solid with a fot of time spent in the middie earlier on for little return. Alter the break his scoring
ability increased. He made 96 runs for the season including three good innings at the end of 28, 22
and 19. His right arm medium pacers secured three wickets and he tock 1 caich in the field.
