The players were:-

Alex Calderon: Alex proved to be a valuable team member. His batting was
reliable, but he never went on to make a big score. He proved his worth as a
bowler, taking 7 wickets with his very accurate medium pacers. No one will ever
forget Alex’s brilliant run out in the last game, when he threw down the stumps
from side on from the outfield.

Mitchell Clark: Mitchell has a superb bowling action. He bowls with a lot of pace
and is difficult to score from. He deserves to get mare wickets, but sometimes
bowls too well for the batsman. Mitchell has a very safe pair of hands in the field.
Just when we thought Mitchell couldn’t bat, he produced a brilliant 25 ( retired )
in very quick time in the final match.

Chris Curtis: Chris is an enthusiastic player, who reaily loves the game. He
topped the batting aggregate with 110 runs at an average of 18. His highest
score was 28 retired! Chris is an aggressive batsmen who is not afraid to hit the
ball. He is also a useful bowler who has experimented with many different
bowling styles.

Aaron Degan: Aaron is our “ mister reliable”. He is an impressive

batsman who knows the right ball to hit. His highest score was 19. Aaronis a
most accurate bowler who can keep the scoring down especially when the
opposition are trying to aftack. He is a valuable man to have around.

Harrison iIrvine- Swivel: Harrison is a very sweet timer of the ball, who
accumulates his runs quickly.
