Vale Jack Grigg.

Jack was born on the 9th July 1935. Con-
trary to the popular belief he was not born
wearing cricket whites although it's rumoured
that his first word was “HOWZAT”. He grew
up in the city suburb of Petersham. At the age
of 16 he met the love of his life Gwen and
they were married five years later. They moved
to Gymea in 1960 after the completion of the
family home, which he had laboured over with
a passion.

Jack started competition sport playing
soccer af the age of 8. At 15 he took up rugby
league and quickly gained respect for his
ability, determination and never say die atti-
tude. At 18 he decided to don the whites for
the first time and he rapidly became a formi-
dable opponent. His second season saw him
take his first hat trick and in his third was
asked 1o trial for grade cricket and was se-
lected. At this stage Jack decided to concen-
trate on family life and declined the offer. He
was ulfimately replaced by one of the reserves
none other than Bob Simpson. He returned to

cricket again playing for Grays Point in 1968
and took on coaching of the boys’ teams in
cricket and soccer.

He then transferred to Gymea Bay C.C.
and continued playing until he was 53, where
he was still opening the bowling in A2’s with
the team he had coached since boys. He
decided fo retire at this point after he had
taken another young team through their teens,
with that feam today being the toast of several
Al premierships. in a career that lasted 37
years he took hundreds of wickets including 7
hat tricks the first in 1954 and the last in
1984,

Because of his outstanding service to cricket
and especially the Gymea Bay Cricket Club,
the club decided to make Jack a life member,
Jack’s ability as a player and coach was
contagious and responsible for the strong
performances and growth of the club during
his period of involvement.

14 D 1999/2000 SEASON ANNUAL REPORT

A productive and enjoyable season with the team coming third and missing out on the final by three
points. The team won seven matches on the first innings (just missing three outrights) and lost three
matches on the first innings, the Round 2 loss by 2 runs with only 10 players each day proving fatal.

This was a very good result and a credit to every player as the team lost only two out of seven matches
after Round 3 when we lost our Captain and Vice Captain to the 14B’s and gained five players from
the 14E team which had unfortunately folded. Team building and player improvement was slower
than normai as three different players had to sit out each maich — this badly affected a couple of the
players. However, all players accepted the situation and got on with playing and enjoying their
cricket. I was very pleased with the manner in which the 14D’s played their cricket and impressed

with the general encouragement and acceptance shown by each player to his team mate.

The high point of the season for me was the Round 7 clash against Sylvania (finalists and probable
Premiers) where the players won a close and intense match of the highest quality for this grade — the
match was won by the team as a whole, but particularly in the last hour on Day 1 when Gymea’s
bowiing and fielding was near faultiess. The impressive aspect of this narrow win by 3 runs with 15
minutes left to play with 4 wickets in hand was that the players did it themselves - there was excellent
captaincy by James Tyrell, great support by the senior and junior players; and minimal input from the
coach (in stark contrast to the opposition).

14D Players:

Tim Clark A maturing opening batsman who provided a solid platform for the team, occupying the
crease for long periods when required, scoring 213 runs at 30.43 for the season with 4 top score of 79.
Took 6 catches and captured 10 wickets with his medium-paced swing bowling at 13.5 runs a wicket.
Played well in most maiches and provided thoughtful advice to his captain, "

Beau Creevey A first-year player who made a fine cricket debut. He enjoyed his cricket trying
everything going and made 116 runs at 16.57 scoring 46 and 61 in consecutive matches. His medium
pacers and spinners snared 8 wickets with 3/6 his best effort. Took 6 catches and fielded well in any
position, '

Alex Curtis *Almost won Round 2 for the team with a very fine top score of 33. An interrupted
season plus good batting from the top order curtailed his progress with the bat but his bowiing
improved as each match passed taking 2 wickets and 2 catches. Tried hard in the field.

James Gardner Vice Captain. An outstanding season in all facets of the game and very competitive.,
Scored 304 runs at 30.40 with a top score of 79 and a smashing 50 in 28 minutes against Sylvania. He
invariably made the breakthrough with the ball taking 27 wickets at 7.59 eacli. Fielded well in any
position taking 13 catches, 2 of which were brilliant efforts. Also provided good advice to his captain.

Josh Graham (from 14E’s): He thoroughly enjoyed his cricket always attending practice and tried
very hard —~ an excellent effort in lifting himself up to 14D standard over the season. His hard work
was rewarded after the Christmas break with 3 very good games for the team. Scored 44 runs at 11.0
and took one catch. Took 6 wickets at 16.5 with a best effort of 2/10. Fielded well in the outfield.

Andrew Layden Struggled early in the season but like Josh persevered and produced his best cricket
after the Christmas break scoring 36 of his 41 runs with a top score of 20. His off spin bowling
improved dramatically when he learnt to flight them better from around the wicket and took 7 wickets
at 15.0 with a best effort of 2/4 — would have better results if many caiches had been taken. Fielded
well in the outfield taking 7 catches.



Brett Layden Played well in the first half of the season scoring most of his 68 runs (top score of 30
not out) in the first five matches. Trying to remodel his bowling action affected him during the latter
part of the season but he got it going in the last match grabbing 2/23 off 8 overs of very fast and
intimidatory bowling. Overail took 10 wickets at 14.7 and fielded very well in the outfieid taking 4
catches and causing several run outs with his strong throwing arm.

Blake Maddick (from 14E’s): A lateral thinker whose alternative viewpoints kept practice from

- getting too serious. Came to grips with the lift in standard in the second half of the season scoring 31

runs at 10.33 — hit the winning runs against Sylvania. Took 2 catches and 2 wickets after turning
himseif into a leg-spinner. Fielded mainly in the outfield and madé some spectacular acrobatic saves.

Joel Manns Started the season well, dipped and then came good again with the bat in the last match
scoring 83 with the team chasing 219. Overall scoréd 199 runs at 19.9 and took 10 wickets at 12.3
with his combination of medium pacers and spinners — best result of 3/7. Very good fieldsman in any
position bui was outstanding at first slip taking 3 magnificent catches in that position.

David Meekings (from 14E’s) A difficult season for David with the unexpected step-up in grade.
Made his top score of 6 in Round 9 and took 2/4 with his medium-pace cutters. His outfielding and
batting technique improved as the season progressed.

Daniel Simmonds (from 14E’s) A difficult season for Daniel with the unexpected step-up in grade.
Scoring runs was difficult but he really showed improvement with the ball bowling very accurately
taking 4 wickets at 7.75 with a best effort of 2/5. “

Matt Stanley (from 14E’s); Made a fair fist of the unexpected step-up in grade but found it difficult
to maintain the standard after the Christmas break. Scored 20 runs at 10.0 with a very good effort of
18 not out in Round 6. Took 2 catches in the outfield and chipped in with 3 wickets at 20.0 with a best
effort of 1/3. ' '

Jim Tyrell: Captain after Round 3 who did a good job throughout the season with a changing team of
variable skills and abilities. Jim was the unluckiest bowler in the team deserving many more wickets
than his 11 at 15.82 with a best return of 3/3.
